In 2013, 39 buff-banded rails were translocated from Pulu Keeling National Park to neighbouring
Horsburgh Island (both part of the Cocos Keeling Islands) to secure a second, insurance population
in case of a catastrophic event such as a cyclone or a bigsecurity incursion to the Park's
population. Three years on, the birds on Horsburgh are doing very well. At last count (October
2016) there were 140 individuals on the island and several have stretched their wings and flown
to other islands, Direction and Home.

Look out for Macao paper wasp
We need your help to get rid of this pest

The Macao paper wasp is a large social wasp that is exotic Lo the Cocos [Keeling) Islands
and mainland Australia.

Macao paper wasps:

« are up to 24 millimetres long, deep vellow in colour with yellow antennae and legs

v look like native paper wasps which also live in the Cocos [Keeling) Islands but are
bigger and form larger nests than native wasps

« have a painful sting, are more aggressive than native wasps and will defend their
nest aggressively.

Macao paper wasps build large papery honeycomb nests in trees and attached to

houses. Sometimes these nests contain several hundred wasps and can be up to

50 centimetres across.

As of 7 October 2016, 61 nests have been treated on Home, West, Horsburgh and

Direction lslands.

If you see a nest do not approach it in case you disturb the wasps. Instead, please
