| would like to thank everyone for their wishes on my return to the
Cocos (Keeling) Islands after a recent surgery. | am recovering
nicely and will have a spring in my step before you know it. So, | am
now back on deck, and itis business as usual.

Funding and sustainability: One of the greatest concerns for any
local govemment is to be able to remain viable and financially
sustainable. Cocos (Keeling) Shire like many other small remote
Shires, relies heavily on Government Grants to subsidise our
operations and keep us “afloat”. There are many things we can do
to work towards sustainability and one of those is to ensure that the
services we provide are cost neutral. We can also lobby
Government for a larger slice of the funding “pie”. To this end, in
May, we have the Grants Commission coming to the Cocos
%, (Keeling) Islands to meet with Council and review the financial
assistance grants we currently receive. We hope these discussions
will paint a true picture of the cost of conducting a local government
in such a remote location as ours and we are able to see a marked increase in our annual Financial
Assistance Grants for 2023 — 2024 and beyond.

Waste management: | know that many people are concerned about the direction the Shire is heading
with waste management and rest assured as the CEO of the Shire, | am probably more concerned
about how we will continue to deliver waste management services to both Home and West Island
than most. There is no doubt that the future of waste management must change, and it will come at
a significant cost. The challenge for me is to find a balance of service and cost recovery that suits
everyone. | will be holding information sessions on Home and West Island in the coming weeks, and
| urge anyone with an interest in this matter to attend the sessions when they are scheduled. Details
will appear in a future addition of the Atoll and on social media.

Ramadan: With Ramadan now upon us, we have most of our staff on “relaxed” work arrangements
to avoid workplace fatigue and provide a safe workplace for all concemed. We do not expect there to
be any impacts on the day-to-day service delivery of our staff and please bear with us if you find there
is. | am available to discuss any concerns you may have. Thank you to the Co-Op team for varying
the ferry services slightly to provide our staff the opportunity to work and return home at suitable times
every working day.

Future Planning: The end of March sees the beginning of our planning period for the 2023 — 2024
financial year. It is the time we will be reviewing and developing our budget, our long- and short-term
planning and | and my leadership team will be holding community meeting sessions to hear you
wishes and feedback. We will only be as good as the advice we receive from the community, so |
urge everyone to attend at least one of the sessions when they are arranged on Home and West
Island. Details will appear in a future addition of the Atoll and on social media.
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Local Government Elections: It is early notice; however, Local Govemment Ordinary Elections are
due to be held on 21 October 2023. For the Shire of Cocos (Keeling) Islands there are 3 full term
vacancies and one-half term vacancy. Being an elected representative of your community as part of
the Council is a great way to participate in developing the strategic direction for the Shire and the
residents of the Cocos (Keeling) Islands. | urge anyone who may be interested in becoming a
councillor to reach out to me to discuss the processes and what is involved. More details will be
provided in future additions of the Atoll and on social media.
