Shire staff are working through the processes for small businesses to get a rebate on the bin
fees as part of our overall Waste Management Strategy review. Thank you to everyone who
has contributed to this discussion, and | expect the process to be formalized at the December
2023 Council meeting so that rebates can be applied to those small businesses impacted by
the reforms.
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It is disappointing to learn that some residents have chosen to start illegal dumping of things
such as microwaves, fans, aircon, batteries, cement sheets, mattresses, and other building
things into the ocean. | guess even more disappointing to find household waste being
dumped, including food packaging and other items, plus many water bottles, coke cans, and
other drinks and foam boxes that can all either be recycled or go in the green waste bins. As
we try and reduce the cost of waste management, dumping in the ocean and along the
foreshore will only increase costs more as we recover these items. Please think carefully and
dispose of waste appropriately to help our pristine environment remain that way.

Some of you may have seen the recent Australian Federal Police and ABC press releases
regarding the .cc Top Level Domain (cc TLD) hosting Child Sexual Abuse Material
(CSAM). .ccTLD has been owned by the Shire since the early 1990's and has a history of
being amongst the highest ranking TLD's in the world for hosting CSAM. As part of my role
as the CEO of the Shire, | have led Council through a thorough review of our ownership of
.cc TLD that included initially meeting with the Cocos (Keeling) Islands Australian Federal
Police (AFP) Officer in Charge, Jeff Cukon to initiate an inquiry in how to deal with the CSAM
on cc TLD. We were fortunate to be able to establish a working party with various AFP
branches and departments as well as the Commonwealth to find a solution to the CSAM
problem (see attached press release). Many thanks to Jeff and the AFP members and teams
for all the behind the scenes work they have done to eliminate CSAM posted on .cc
TLD. Additionally, working with Council we have negotiated a totally new management
agreement for .cc TLD that will financially support the development and rollout of a
communications strategy for the Cocos (Keeling) Islands. Included in this strategy is the
intent for free internet, high speed data and mobile phone services for the Cocos (Keeling)
Islands. More details of this will be posted in the future as the strategy takes form.

Finally for this edition, a big round of applause to everyone involved in the school fete and
auction, what a blast and well done everyone. Likewise for all the combatants in the Olympics
well done Mantra’s and Morays on an action-packed week of activities.
