Thirty-nine years ago, on the 6™ of April, the Cocos Malay people
voted at the Day of Self Determination to become part of Australia. |
believe it is important that we all take some time to reflect on what
that has meant for the Cocos (Keeling) Islands and the Cocos Malay
population.

, Being a relative newcomer to the Shire, | am ever becoming acutely
i1 aware of the large number of legacy issues that should have been
dealt with over the last 39 years. Issues such as Land Trusts, land
tenure, housing on Home Island, freehold land on West Island and
the Shires involvement in these matters are all years overdue from
being addressed. It seems that in this mix the Cocos Malay people
have been forgotten about on more than one level and this needs to
be rectified.

.. As you may be aware, there is a very complex and at time

exasperating administration process led by the Commonwealth
Department of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development, Communications, and the Arts that
overlords the Cocos (Keeling) Islands despite a legislatively elected and administered Shire overseen
by our Shire President and elected Councillors who are all members of the community. As the Chief
Executive Officer of the Shire, one of my tasks is to forge positive working relationships with both the
Commonwealth and West Australian Government representatives and | am pleased to say this is
progressing well. Arrangements are currently being put in place for upcoming meetings during the
third week of with the office of Federal Minister for Lingari and the West Australian Minister for Local
Government. Meetings with the Indian Ocean Territories hierarchy are set to be resumed monthly and
we are setting a positive way ahead for the islands.
